For instance, some wrilers
like to have people around them and background
noise, but others prefer isolation.

D.H. Lawrence wrote under
a lree. Jane Austen, author of romantic fiction,
wrote on a small table in her family living room.
Children’s author and poet Roald Dahl sat in

a very old armchair in a shed and French novelist
Marcel Proust wrole in bed. Graham Greene,
author, /»/Ag/\)/'l}f/lf and /[z‘fﬁmﬁg eritie, used to
write only in the morning. After 500 words, he
stopped, even in the middle of a sentence.

Nicholson’s CafRin Edinburgh became famous
because J. K. Rowling sal there and wrole some
chapters of her first best-selling fantasy novel,
Harry Potter and the Philosopher’s Stone. She
used to sit al the same lable, dvinking coffee and
writing in a notebook with her baby asleep in her
pushchair.

Most novelists write alone, but scristwriters and
Songwriters often wrile together. A team of seven
writers wrote scripls each week for the popular
American sitcom Friends. Lennon and McCartney
wrote 180 songs together for the Beatles.

Perhaps the strangest of all was classical composer
Beethoven. He was completely deaf when he wrote
the famous Ninth Sg/a A /Lz?ny, so he took the legs
off his piano and fell the vibrations of the music
through the floor.
