Blood types

The discovery of blood types was extremely important for medicine. Karl
Landsteiner, who in 1901 described three blood types: A, B and 0, got
the Nobel Prize for it in 1930. Jan Jansky, who was a Czech psychiatrist,
did research on mental diseases trying to find some correlation between
them and the blood of the patients. He didn’t find any correlation. ..
but he described four blood types: A, B, O and AB, the typology that we
still use. That was in 1907. Due to poor communication between the
scientists from different countries at that time, he didn’t know about
Landsteiner’s discovery. In 1921 it appeared he wasn’t the first to
describe the blood types — but he was definitely the first to describe
four of them!

Soft contact lenses

The idea to use contact lenses is very old — it fascinated Leonardo da
Vinci in the 16th century! After that quite a few inventors developed the
idea, but the first glass lenses were usually fragile and uncomfortable
to wear. The major breakthrough was the introduction of modern soft
hydrogel lenses. Czech chemist, Otto Wichterle, did a lot of research
on lenses. When in 1961 the Ministry of Health withdrew the funds for
his research, he decided to produce the innovative lenses at home —
using what he had at hand, including the dynamo from a bicycle lamp!
Unfortunately, he didn’t make much money on his invention because

’ the communist government instantly sold the patent to a U.S. company!

Go Fest This Summer!

If you find even the best beaches boring or can’t stand the idea of another
camping holiday, try something different. Spend time with your friends at
one of the largest festivals in the world! There is something for everyone:
music-lovers, theatre-lovers, cinema-lovers. .. Have fun, meet people and
more!

The Karlovy Vary International Film Festival

was first held in 1948, which makes it one
of the oldest film events in the world. Each
year in July thousands of cinema fans,
renowned film directors and actors gather
in the city to take part in cinema shows
and workshops. The core event is a feature
film competition with the Grand Prize — the
Crystal Globe — a figure of a woman with
a crystal ball.

Colours of Ostrava

is a multi-genre four-day festival which offers its visitors jazz, rock
and pop concerts, theatrical performances and film screenings
on 16 stages (including 4 open-air stages). The first festival took
place in 2002 in Stodolni Street. Later it moved to the Silesian
Ostrava Castle. Since 2012 it has been held in the buildings of old
mines and factories of Dolni ]
Vitkovice, which gives it an
industrial ‘twist’. The friendly
atmosphere and  special
programmes for kids make
it a festival for the whole
family.

The Edinburgh

Festival
is in fact several festivals running mostly in the summer months.
The two most famous Edinburgh festivals make the capital of
Scotland sleepless for a couple of weeks in August. The Edinburgh
International Festival is the official and mainstream festival founded
in 1947 with its wide offer of classical and contemporary theatre,
opera, music and visual arts. The Edinburgh Festival Fringe, its
slightly younger ‘sister’, has now become the largest art festival
in the world. It not only invites well-known performers — it is also
open to amateurs and street artists, which makes Edinburgh a place
adored by young people.

=® Quite a few shopping malls have opened in Prague recently, so
‘chain shoppers’ will have a choice. Why don't you try Palladium
because of its
location — just a five-
minute walk from the
Old Town Square. j
With 200 shops and
about 20 cafés on five
floors it’s definitely
a good place to spend
an afternoon! It was
opened in 2007, in
a Dbeautiful, 18th
century historic building which used to be an army barracks.
Another option is Quadrio - a very modern multi-functional
shopping centre. You can't miss it - also because of the sculpture of
Franz Kafka's head designed by David Cerny.

®» Markets are a great choice because of their unique atmosphere
and great prices. Havel’s market is a permanent market offering
food and flowers, arts and crafts, wooden toys and puppets,
ceramics and tourist souvenirs. The Prague flea market on the
Vlitava embankment sells mostly second-hand items, but also
hand-made goods.

® Probably the most
pleasant  shopping
experience  comes
from strolling in the
centre and visiting
all those little shops
offering everything
a tourist would like
to take home. In fact,
in Prague it’s more
‘what to buy’ than —
‘where’. So, what would you like to take home? Bohemian cut
crystal and glassware is well known in the world and would be
a great choice (but remember glass is fragile!).

about it. It started on 17 November 1989 as an official students’
march to commemorate Jan Opletal, a student who had been killed
by the Nazis 50 years earlier, in 1939. During the march students
started to shout anti-communist slogans and to call for democratic
reforms. About 15,000 students joined the demonstration and they
were heading for Wenceslas Square when they were stopped by
a police cordon. The students weren‘t armed. They sang songs
and shouted ‘We have empty hands’, but the police started to
beat them. The police had also closed all the escape routes. Two
hundred people were injured, but this was an impulse to changes
during the next six weeks — the period called the ‘Velvet Revolution‘.
On 29 December, Vaclav Havel became President and the following
year, in June, the first democratic elections were held. Some
revolutions are well-planned, others start unexpectedly. Some cost
the lives of more people than others. Not many revolutions in the
world‘s history have been bloodless — but the Velvet Revolution
didn‘t have any casualties!
