You can buy a pair of Converse sneakers for $60, a very similar
pair but with no All Star logo in one of the chain shops for about
$15-20 or no-brand sneakers at an open-air market for $10.
Regardless of their price, all of them will probably be produced in
developing countries like Vietnam or Bangladesh. People trust the
brands believing they deliver a better quality product or because
of peer pressure. ‘| love sneakers,’ says 21-year-old Carolyn. ‘I love
Converse shops and | look for special offers, but the sneakers
that have lasted the longest were bought in a little shop for the
price of a sandwich!’

Well, some teenagers would never buy a pair of cheap sneakers.
They would be afraid of being rejected by their peer group. Anne
has been a teacher for ten years. ‘I've noticed,” she says, ‘that
peer pressure to get brand name clothes, especially shoes, is
much stronger in poorer areas. That might seem a paradox but
richer kids don’t need to show off: it's much more trendy to get
vintage clothes than the world’s brands.’

Peer pressure might force you to make certain choices, but
are they ethical? In April 2013, an eight-storey clothing factory
collapsed in Dhaka, Bangladesh, killing over 1,100 workers and
wounding 2,200 more. After that, the world started to look at the
fast fashion industry from a different perspective. People who
grow cotton in China and India or who sew clothes in Bangladesh
earn about two dollars a day. If you buy a pair of jeans for ten
dollars you can be pretty sure the low price is a result of labour
violations including working overtime, low security and child
labour. Obviously, it's not only about the world of fashion. Have
you seen the video on YouTube showing cocoa farmers on Ivory
Coast who taste chocolate for the first time in their lives because
they normally can’t afford it?

What are the ethical alternatives? Well, there are a few. One of them
is looking for the Fairtrade mark. It is given by fair trade certifiers.

Thanks to this we know that we can buy a given product without
feeling guilty. Another option is to buy second hand: you fight
not only against unfair labour, but you are also environmentally
conscious. Local brands are also a great option.

THANKS TO THE SURNAME

Known as ‘Big Pete’, Petr Cech was born
in Plzef in 1982 as ... one of triplets! He
took up football at the age of seven, at
first as a striker, then he moved to the
position of goalkeeper. When he was 17,
he started playing for Chmel BlSany and \
then, at the age of 18, he signed his Rl
first contract with Sparta Praha. Later = .
he played for Rennes and Chelsea,
and then he moved to Arsenal. And,
of course, he plays for the Czech Republic’s national team. As he
explains in his online diary, Cech is not only his nationality but also
his surname, which makes him an ideal candidate for the national
team’s goalkeeper position. He says it has always been an honour
for him to be called up to the Czech squad. With 116 caps, he is
considered one of the best goalkeepers of his generation and has
received lots of awards. Strikingly, despite being extremely busy, he
manages to find some free time not only for his wife and two kids,
but also for his hobby, which is playing the drums.

WHEN A LEGEND BECOMES YOUR GOACH

The career of Barbora Spotdkovd would definitely have been
different if she hadn’t met the Czech javelin legend: Jan Zelezny. In
her early career, Bara was a heptathlete.
(The heptathlon is a combined athletics
event which includes seven events: the
100 metres hurdles, the high jump, the
shot put, the 200 metres, the long jump,
the javelin and the 800 metres.) It was
Zelezny who encouraged her to focus
on the javelin despite her versatile
talent and soon it turned out it was a great decision. Spotakova is
the 2007 World Champion, the 2008 and 2012 Olympic Champion
and the 2014 European Champion in the javelin. She is a fighter and
she never gives up in sport — but she can also see a life beyond.
In 2009 she got a Master’s Degree at the Czech University of Life
Sciences in Prague and in spring 2013 she had a son... but returned
to the stadiums only four months later!

DESPITE THE
OBSTACLES

That day at the Vancouver 2010
Winter Olympics attracted media
coverage: speed skater Martina
Sablikova made history winning
two gold medals the same day — one in the 5000 metres, another
in the 3000 metres. She also got bronze for the 1500 metres.
This spectacular success didn’t come easily. Sablikova comes
from Nové Mésto na Moravé. A former basketball player, she was
encouraged to try skating. We probably wouldn’t see her now
defeating her opponents if it hadn’t been for her enthusiasm. At
the time she started her skating challenge, there was no speed
skating oval rink in the Czech Republic. Her coach, Petr Novak,
made Martina cycle, run and do special jumping exercises to
increase her muscle bulk before she could travel to Italy and
Germany to train on the ice. Interestingly, Sablikova is also a road
cyclist and was the national champion in 2010 and 2013. We bet
she could be one of the very few sportspeople to win medals in
both the Winter and Summer Olympics! Her brother, Milan, is also
a talented speed skater.

IN HONOUR OF HIS GRANDPA

Jaromir Jagr is undoubtedly an ice-
hockey icon. Born in 1972, he began
skating when he was only three years
old and soon showed his talent. At the
age of 16 he was already a professional
player with Poldi Kladno in the Czech Elite
League. When he was only 17, he played
in the Czech national team at the World
Championship. In 1990 he signed his first
big contract with the Pittsburgh Penguins.
In 2015 he started playing for the Florida
Panthers of the National Hockey League.
Jagr is the leading points scorer among active NHL players, and
one of the oldest as well. Throughout his entire career he has worn
the number 68 - in honour of the 1968 Prague Spring and his
grandfather, who was imprisoned for political reasons and died in
prison the same year.

Face transplant recipient Carmen Blandin Tarleton speaks at
a press conference at Brigham and Women's Hospital, with surgeon
Dr Bohdan Pomaha¢, on Tuesday, May 1, 2013.

Experiments with organ transplants were conducted as early
as in the 18th century and some reconstructions (e.g. of
a damaged nose or ear) happened much earlier. In the 20th
century we witnessed the first successful transplants of such
organs as the kidney (1954), liver (1967) and heart (1968).
Now such transplants are perceived as ordinary medical
treatment. So, what’s new?

Faces and ... heads!

For years people had struggled with the problems face
transplants were causing. The difficulty lies in the large
amount of muscles and nerves in this area. Also, the high
cost of such an operation was undermined as it didn’t really
save the life of the patient. The first successful face transplant
was conducted in 2010 in Spain. The Czech plastic surgeon
Bohdan Pomahac led the team that performed the first face
transplant in the US in March 2011, and a month later the
same team performed a similar operation on a different
patient. Very complex face operations take place every year
now.

But Professor Canavero from Turin wants to break another
barrier in medicine and is planning... a head transplant!
There have been attempts at head transplants performed on
animals like mice and monkeys — but Canavero’s plan will

definitely be much more difficult to put into practice!

It’s a stranger

There are various problems connected with transplants.
One of them is possible organ rejection. Our body is trying
to combat ‘the stranger’. People who have had transplants
have to take immunosuppressant drugs for the rest of their
lives. One new idea is to transplant bone marrow together
with the organ to ‘cheat’ the body. Another problem is time.
Have you ever seen a scene in a film where everybody
is hurrying up to transport the refrigerated organ taken
from a donor to the recipient? To allow organs to remain
outside the human body for extended periods of time, new
technologies are constantly being developed.

Not enough

The biggest problem, however, is the shortage of human
donors. Desperate patients sometimes wait for transplants for
years. New technologies that are supposed to fight the lack
of donors include creating organs from stem cells, which are
capable of becoming all different types of body cells. Also
artificial organs are being created. The longest time a man has
lived with an artificial heart before he finally got a transplant
was four years! Currently, the most exciting idea is probably
using 3D printing technology to create replacement tissues
and organs. Organovo is a medical laboratory and research
centre founded in 2007 in San Diego, California. It designs
and develops human tissue for research and testing (including
testing cosmetics) and works on the 3D printing of cells. Well,
we can only hope in the future we’ll be able to print any organ
we need!

POPULAR CULTURE

LOW CULTURE?

The derogatory term ‘low culture’ is often used to describe some elements
of popular culture. So, interestingly, what appeals to the general public (e.g.
TV series and television in general, celebrities, gossip magazines, bestselling
books like romances or thrillers, viral videos watched by millions of people)
are referred to as ‘shallow’, ‘kitsch’ or ‘primitive’ and — according to the critics
— are doomed to being forgotten by history. How come the masses have no
taste? Or do they?

The question of taste is a tricky one,
especially in the music industry.
‘The Beatles’ were loved by the millions but
nobody would label them ‘low culture’. Stars
that appear on TV shows might also have
something valuable to offer. A good example
is Aneta Langerova, a singer who at the age
of 17 won the Czech edition of ‘Pop Idol’ —
with a 79% share of the vote. Her first aloum
sold 100,000 copies. Now, ten years later,
she has released two more albums and been
voted the best singer a few times. She also took part in the Czech version of
‘Dancing with the Stars’. Well, she sounds very much like a celebrity... but
would you call her a ‘low culture artist'? With her amazing musical talent,
ability to play the guitar, bass guitar, keyboards, tambourine, to write songs
and lyrics — and, last but not least — her warm heart prompting her to give
charity concerts for the blind?

His lack of formal musical education was not
an obstacle for Jaromir Nohavica to learn to
play not only the guitar, but also the violin,
the flute and the accordion. The Czech bard,
songwriter, lyricist and poet quit his studies
at the Technical University in Ostrava and
tried different jobs (including as a labourer
and librarian) before becoming a freelance
lyricist and eventually an extremely popular
artist not only in the Czech Republic, but
also in Poland and Slovakia. He also starred in the film ‘Year of the Devil’,
which was awarded the main prize at the Karlovy Vary Film Festival. His
music is often called folk although he seems to be pursuing his own path and
his songs have a different character: from sentimental ballads to hilarious
folklore. He creates a very special atmosphere at his concerts — the tickets
sell out really quickly!

WHAT IS THE DofE AWARD?

The DofE Award is an educational programme for young people
aged 14-24. It was founded in 1956 by Britain's Prince Philip, the
Duke of Edinburgh. Over 8 million people from over 140 countries
have already taken partin the programme. In the Czech Republic
it has been available since 1995. The participants receive their
awards during special presentation ceremonies that take place
in prestigious settings, and the awards are handed out by VIPs.

WHAT ARE THE PRINCIPLES?

The programme has three levels: bronze (available for teens
from 14), silver (from 15) and gold (from 16). Each level is more
difficult and takes more time to complete. To be awarded
the Gold Medal, the participants have to complete goals in
five sections: skills, physical recreation, service, adventurous
journey (lasting four days) and a residential project (five days).
And all this within just 18 months!

WHAT ACTIVITIES ARE DONE WITHIN EACH SECTION AND WHY?

 Skills: Each participant chooses a skill they like and want to
improve. It can be for example playing the piano or learning
a foreign language. Pursuing the activity during a longer
period of time teaches determination and persistence.

e Physical recreation: Physical activities and sports are an
important part of the programme. They lead to improving
sports performance and a healthier lifestyle.

e Service: The participants work as volunteers helping others
and learning patience, responsibility and empathy.

e Adventurous journey: A journey in a group lasting a few days,
whether in the Czech Republic or abroad, is not only a way to
explore new places, but it also teaches proper planning and
useful life-skills such as reading a map, putting up a tent or
cooking.

* Residential project: The participants spend a few days as
a team dedicatfing themselves to a chosen activity — for
example helping on a farm. This teaches them to cooperate
and stay calm in stressful situations.

WHAT ARE THE BENEFITS?

The participants not only get a prestigious award which will
definitely give them additional points while looking for a job and
in their future careers. The crucial benefits are gained within the
programme. The DofE scheme helps you learn new skills, spend
fime actively, overcome difficulties and weaknesses and — last
but not least — never give up.
