Arthur has a ‘three months on  
– two months off’ contract, which 
means that he goes to sea for three 
months and then has two months' 
holiday. This means that some years 
he isn’t at home for Christmas, 
some years he is away during the 
summer holidays and every year 
he misses someone’s birthday, 
school shows and other special 
days.
